Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 5th March were approved and signed correct.  Proposed by Cllr Robinson, seconded by Cllr Hartley.
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  Cllr Hodgson declared interest in the planning application CA013 for land on Boulsworth Hill and 13/12/0112P, banked slurry at Wycoller.
Police Matters
There was no Police present at the meeting
County Councillor Mike Calvert
CCllr Calvert was unable to attend the meeting, but Cllr Hartley advised that CCllr Calvert would not be standing for re-election for Pendle Borough council at the upcoming elections.  CCllr sent a report detailing the following:

He has been advised that the dog fouling bin on the recreation ground has been erected, and may be in the incorrect location or vandalised.  Cllr Plumb advised it is definitely not there.  Adele to follow up with CCllr Calvert.

The dog fouling bin on the tram tracks should have now been put back in its original location.

The trees on dark lane have been re-assessed and no problems have been identified.  If any trees are found to be causing a problem, report these and they will be dealt with.

The blocked drain on Mire Ridge has been identified and will be dug out.  A drain has also been provided at Windy Arbour.

The wall that has collapsed on Colne Road is not part of the highway.  The bench belongs to PBC.

Adele to report to CCllr Calvert that more of the top stones at the quarry at the top of Winewall have now gone.

Matters Arising
Village Lengthsman
Cllr Robinson has looked at the landscape maintenance programme sent by PBC and the only things the Parish Council wouldn’t be able to undertake are leaning the war memorial, empty litter and dog fouling bins, clean and check the playground.  Cllr Hodgson to ask Ian Salter, David Hodgson and Granville for quotes on the other items and report back in due course.
Adele to ask CCllr Calvert when the paths are to be weedkilled in Trawden and Winewall as several areas seem to be missed.

Adele asked whether the village green at the back of the bus terminus can be added to Granville’s schedule as PBC cut the grass, but the edges desperately need attention.
Colne Area Committee

Cllr Hartley advised that the planning permission for Guildford Clough has now been granted.
The issues with the field at Bough Gap are on-going and a section 125 notice has been issued.  An appeal has been lodged.

The owners of the land at the bottom of Dean Street have been contacted and asked to tidy up.  This has now been done.
NWIB
Cllr Plumb has produced some stickers for the people who attend the wild flower planting on 15th April.
Cllr Robinson has put a poster up in the Post Office and it was agreed that the area is to be called the Jubilee Meadow.

Cllr Robinson has been to the Town Hall and is collecting the chains and spade on 13th April.  Cllr Hodgson to check that Pat can attend.  Adele to remind the Mayor’s secretary that Cllr Robinson is collecting these items.

Cllr Robinson has visited CN Support to thank them for allowing the planting to take place.  Len Robinson has put in a gate for easy access.  Cllr Robinson is going to contact the Colne Times to advise them what is happening and that the Mayor will be attending.  It was also agreed that the children can take small pots away with them with the seeds in so they can see their progress.  The Mayor will scatter the first seeds.

Cllr Robinson advised that the Garden Festival have secured the funding they applied for and the containers have been

ordered.  These are to be delivered to the Community Centre, then Cllr Hodgson will collect and take them home before 
they are placed in their correct locations.  Some have been ordered for the wall near to CNC Support.  Cllr Foulkes volunteered to fix these in place after they have been marked out for their locations.  Cllr Foulkes is making stone planters outside the LCC storage yard and on Mire Ridge.  Cllr Robinson advised that £15 had been collected in the Post Office.
Benches
It was suggested that memorial benches be placed outside the community centre if people wanted them.  This could be publicised through the church newsletter.
Parish Matters

Adele received an e-mail from Gillian Greenwood advising that she is resigning from the Parish Council with immediate effect.  She will be sadly missed, but has offered help and advice if needed.  The new vacancy needs to be advertised in the Colne Times.
Cllr Hartley has received a request from someone who would like some dog fouling posters.  Adele advised she should contact the dog warden at PBC to get these.

Cllr Plumb has been asked about some ‘Children Playing’ signs on Lanehouse as residents feel cars are travelling too fast and endangering the children.  It was suggested that the residents contact LCC Highways about this, as it could be a difficult situation if children are playing in the road.

Cllr Robinson has received an application for a grant for Jubilee celebrations from Lynne Blackburn.  Adele to complete and send to PBC.

Adele has received a complaint from Old Chelsea Bungalow about the gutter being blocked at the side of the steps and path that runs from the bottom of Back Lane to Chelsea.  As it is unadopted, LCC cannot do anything about this.  Adele to contact CCllr Calvert for advice.
Planning Applications
CA013 – Notice of an application to amend the register to register land at Boulsworth, Trawden Moor and Coombe Hill, situated East and South East of Trawden, as Common Land.  Cllr Hartley feels that there are enough footpaths in this area and would like to discuss with other people before any response is made.
13/12/0100P – To erect a single storey extension to the rear of 23 Holme Crescent, Trawden.  Any objections will come from neighbours as this is to the rear of the property.
13/12/0112P – Engineering operations to form banked slurry lagoon and silage clamp at Field no 4149, Wycoller Road, Trawden.  No objections.
