Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 1st December 2014 were approved with a slight amendment to include details of the proposed plan at ball Grove Park.  Proposed by Cllr  Reyner, seconded Cllr Dransfield
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  
Police Matters

PC Keates attended the meeting and advised that there had been quite a lot of things happening recently.  There had been 10 crimes in the last month ranging from assault to car keys being stolen.  The priorities are sheep being mauled/dogs being let off leads on farm land.  Posters have been given to farmers to deter people letting their dogs off the lead.
Someone has apparently moved into the goat shed on Rock Lane as they have purchased the land.  An access road is being created onto the site.  Adele to raise this with planning as the Councillors feel that there is poor access, on a bad bend and could be potentially dangerous.
PC Keates advised that he is now the wildlife officer working on deer hunters and badger baiters in particular mostly in Burnley and Pendle.

Lengthsman/NWIB
Steven Hounslow has completed 15 hours in December and 19 hours in January.  He is doing a great job.
Adele gave the certificate to school, who presented it at the Christmas service in church, and purchased badges for the gardening club members who helped plant the muck spreader.  These were very well received.  There are some badges left for any future helpers.  Adele has also been in contact with school regarding the new gardening club that has just started.  They have already planted the daffodil bulbs that the Parish Council gave them, and photo's have been requested for the portfolio.
Cllr Robinson advised that she has some geraniums at home, Trish Hardy has managed to keep the begonias alive so far.
Adele advised that the entry form for the North West in Bloom 2015 had been received.  It was proposed by Cllr Hodgson that we should re-enter and seconded by Cllr Robinson.
Colne Area Committee

With reference to the new access road on the tram tracks, the original instructions seem to have been adhered to and the land that belongs to Pendle Borough Council has been put back.  There is a new planning application in for retention of work already carried out and it was agreed that, as long as any conditions set out by planning were adhered to, the area was kept tidy, and there was no damage to the tram tracks, the Councillors had no issues with the work.
Allotments
A letter has been received from a resident (Dawn Gawthrop) wanting to join the waiting list.  She seems very enthusiastic about growing produce.  Cllr Foulkes will get in touch with her and see if she is interested in assisting with the running of 
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the allotments.  There is a plot where nothing has happened since somebody new has taken it over.  Adele to write to Jared Bowes asking for his immediate plans as he has had the plot for over 3 months.
A letter has been received from a solicitor advising that Mrs Birch has sadly passed away.  Adele to respond advising that there are 3 months worth of rent due back (£3.48).  Once this has been re-paid, this plot can then be divided and rented to new tenants.

The plaque is ready to be collected.  Cost is £50.  Adele to take cheque and collect plaque, then drop off with Cllr Reyner
Transfer of Services to Town and Parish Councils
Adele has been looking at the cost of storage at Easi-Store in Colne who quoted £35/wk for a storage unit approx 150 sq ft which is the size of a single garage on a new build house.  Cllr Wilcock advised that CRS have acquired the building across from Brookside Garage and are offering storage from approx £80/month.  Adele to ask Pendle Council whether they can still offer storage and erection of the trees outside the post office and the stars.  If so, at what cost?
The Parish Council also talked about removing bus shelters if Pendle Council transferred responsibility of their maintenance to the Parish Council.  They would like to know the expectations of the Parish Council with regards to their upkeep, and if the transfer was to take place, the Councillors would prefer it if they were removed completely.  Cllr Foulkes proposed that it is not within a Parish Councils remit to provide bus shelters.  This was seconded by Cllr Crompton.
Cllr Dransfield put some figures together to show what impact various precepts would have on the bank balance as the grant figures had been reduced significantly.  After a debate, it was agreed that the Parish Council would precept £9201 to maintain the same income as in previous years.  This was proposed by Cllr Dransfield and seconded by Cllr Foulkes.  Put to vote – all in favour.  There was also a need for additional money for Christmas decorations, storage for decorations and new water supply at the allotments.  The Parish Council would have to absorb some of these costs.

Cllr Foulkes advised that the gritter seems to be getting stuck when coming down Winewall.  Have they considered going up Winewall instead?  Also, there is no grit at the top and more needs to be dropped off.
