Election of Chairperson. 
Councillor Hodgson was prepared to continue in the role of Chairperson.  This was proposed by Cllr Robinson, seconded by Councillor Reyner. Put to vote, all in favour.
Election of Vice Chairperson.

Position of Clerk.

Appointment of the representative to attend the meetings of the Parish and Town Councils
