On 9th March 2021, the Clerk and Cllr Cockburn-Price met with concerned residents regarding the state of the track from Standroyd Road to LBS.  Whilst walking the path, it was noted that 2 ‘short cuts’ have been established running from the track to the rear of the garages at the end of Lambeth street.  It would benefit from 2 or 3 steps being created and some hardcore onto the surface to make it safer.  It is currently very muddy and slippery.  The track also needs a replacement gate and posts at the top of the tracks, and repairs to the steps accessing Ball Grove Drive at the bottom of the Track.  The Lengthsman has submitted quotes for work that needs to be completed.  Cllr Cockburn-Price has agreed to fund the works required from her Borough Councillors Capital Funding pot.  Quotes attached.

Clerk was asked to quote for 2 x Finger Posts; one for the top and one for the bottom of the Tram Tracks.  Quote received and attached.  Cllr Cockburn-Price has also agreed to fund these from her Borough Councillors Capital Funding pot.

21. Offers of CCTV at Trawden Road.  




(8 minutes)
We have received 2 very kind offers of CCTV coverage for the area at Trawden Road that was vandalised:

A. ‘I am willing to put a 2 camera system across from the shepherd for £100. Just to cover most of the cost and I'll cover rest. Do you think this would be good? Is there a person that would be willing to have them? Would a few people put to? The 2 cameras would cover up and down the street as well. Can you help set this up?’
B. ‘I've recently seen the damage caused to the sheep and shepherd, which is absolutely disgusting. I noticed alot of people asking about cctv. I'm willing to Install and supply a battery operated cctv unit which I can mount out of the way. The device its self is normally used to catch people fly tipping. So, the is no reflective parts to it and also does not light up at all, so quite well hidden. If this would be helpful and you would like me to sort it out please just let me know. Again I would not be charging for this.’
In the meantime, Cllr Cockburn-Price has funded another wildlife camera, that has now been purchased and is it situ.  Councillors to consider whether this is sufficient or whether CCTV should be installed.
22. New Notice Board outside Community Centre.

Councillors agreed at the budget meeting to fund a new Parish Council notice board in the new bus shelter outside of the Community Centre.  The Clerk has investigated and Councillors to consider purchasing an aluminium magnetic external notice board which is very similar to the one installed at Ball Grove.  It is 1050 x 750 x 30mm and only weighs 9kg.  It comes with a 5 year warranty and costs £199.73 + VAT (£239.68).
