Chairpersons Report

Chairperson Hodgson said that the Community Centre has gone from strength to strength.  They now have a new cooker, heating system, wiring and the new roof is being done very soon.  The allotments are looking much better, and the rental of an office for the Clerk is a step forward.  The village is looking good; from being an industrial village to more of a homely place to live.  If the Community Centre group manage to take over the library, it will enhance the village further.  Cllr Hodgson feels that a village neighbourhood plan would be beneficial in the long run as it would involve the community and we would take more of an active role in housing development.  There is a problem with the maintenance of the highways which needs to be addressed.  Some pot holes are being filled, but cars moving over to the side to let other vehicles past are getting stuck off the edge of the road in the newly formed ditches.
