CCllr White attended the meeting.  Cllr Robinson may need to apply some more Environmental Projects funding as there is a tree at Gladstone Terrace that is causing problems with the wall.  Adele to ask John Whiteside to have a look and give his opinion and costs.  There is also a patch on the footpath at Gladstone Terrace that needs filling as there is just soil there at the moment.  Cllr White to follow up.
Cllr Robinson asked Cllr White if he could request that the grass is cut at Bankfield Street and around the library before the North West In Bloom judges come on 19th July.

 Steven has completed 25 hours and it is generally felt that he is doing a very good job.
Cllr Robinson advised that the judges will be attending on 19th July at 11am at the Community Centre.  Cllr Hodgson will meet them there along with some of the Trawden in Bloom team.  Lunch is to be provided.  Adele to purchase and deliver.  Cllr Reyner advised that he may be able to supply display boards, but if not, Cllr Dransfield may be able to get some.  

Cllr Robinson has purchased some badges for the Young Bloomers at a cost of £18.  This will be taken from the ‘plaques’ budget.  An article is to appear in the Colne Times about the children getting involved with the project.  

There are a couple of top stones loose on the garden at the bottom of White Lee Avenue.  Adele to get this repaired.

Cllr Hodgson and Adele Waddington attended a meeting with Pendle Borough council regarding the potential transfer of the Recreation Ground and Ball Grove to the Parish council.  There are several options available, but further financial information is required before any offer can be considered.  Adele to write to Philip Mousdale and request the financial information before the next meeting.
Victorian Toilet
