Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 12th November were approved and signed correct.  Proposed by Cllr Reyner, seconded by Cllr Plumb
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  Cllr Hodgson declared interest in the applications for conversion of Sun Inn to residential housing, erection of wind turbine at Parson Lee Farm, and variation of conditions imposed at White Lee Head Farm.
Police Matters
PCSO Thompson was unable to attend the meeting as she was ill.  She asked that it be mentioned that Rural Watch had been a success and more members have been applying.  If anyone else would like to join, please either contact me, or PCSO Thompson.  
County Councillor Mike Calvert
CCllr Calvert reported that the 20mph limit for Hollin Hall needs a proper assessment of the full length of the road which is currently being carried out.  The results are expected in the new year and the new limit should be imposed some time in the spring.  Dean Street, Clifton Street and Boulsworth Drive will be included in the new speed limit changes.
The changes in signage and lines at the bottom of Boulsworth drive will be imposed in due course to discourage people parking close to the junction.

CCllr Calvert has feed-back that Laneshaw Bridge would support the proposed Skate Park on Skipton Road.

CCllr Calvert advised that the winter bulletin has been sent out.  This has been forwarded to all councillors.

The grit bins at Hollin Hall have been filled and Cllr Hartley has now moved them.

Adele asked CCllr Calvert to have to potholes filled on Burnley Road.  There are several from the junction past the vicarage.  Adele to e-mail the list to CCllr Calvert.
Cllr Robinson advised that the road near to cemetery House has sunk again.  Adele to forward information to Cllr Calvert.

CCllr Calvert wished everyone a very happy Christmas and new year.

Residents Issues

There were no residents at the meeting this month.
Matters Arising
Village Lengthsman/Tram Tracks
The Councillors met on the tram tracks as agreed following last months meeting, and Cllr Hodgson has been in contact with 3 or 4 people to ask them for quotes on digging a channel approx. 130yrds long down the side of the tram tracks and concreting it to make a gulley to stop the water going onto the tracks.  This will also help the cobbles to stay in place.
Cllr Foulkes has a bag of wild flower seeds, that could be planted in the Jubilee Meadow.  It was suggested that, once it is dry enough, the grass be cut very short, and any seeds Cllr Hodgson can get, and the ones Cllr’s Foulkes and Robinson have could be sprinkled onto the area to see if they grow.
Colne Area Committee

Cllr Hartley advised that the plans at Bough Gap farm had been approved for the container.
The land adjacent to Bents Bungalow for stables has been approved.

The issue with the person living in the sheds on Rock Lane are on-going and it was reported that the vehicle belonging to the man living there has been seized during a theft at Winewall.

NWIB

Adele has received an e-mail from His Worship the Mayor requesting the company of two people who were heavily involved in NWIB to a tea party on 14th November.  It was suggested that Cllr Robinson attend along with Maureen askew from the garden festival committee.

Cllr Steven Wilcock has received the plaque which he will take to school as Anthony is currently not aware that he has won.  Once school have finished with it, they will send it home to Adele who will contact Cllr Foulkes to put it in place.
Cotton Tree Garden/White Lee Avenue garden areas
Grow Trawden have advised they would like to take over the area at the bottom of White Lee Avenue but would like it clearing first.  Cllr Reyner will have a look at it and see what he can remove.  Cllr Hodgson will take his trailer for the waste.  It was suggested that the tree in the centre of the garden be left in place.

Cllr Foulkes has offered some of his land to Grow Trawden, but the group would like to put a polytunnel on it at a cost of about £850.  They can apply direct to Cllr Paul White for any money needed.

Adele has received a reply about the tree outside the Community Centre that is looking a little worse for wear.  It can be cut down, but the new tree needs to be planted ASAP.  Cllr Hodgson to cut down in the next few days.

Luncheon Club

Cllr Wilcock hasn’t had time to follow this up yet.  It has been confirmed that it will close on 31/3/13, but PBC have offered some financial assistance for the first 2 years of it be taken over.  Cllr Steven Wilcock will ask the person who was interested last time if they are still interested and speak to Age concern about it.  Cllr Hodgson will try and attend on Wednesday to do some research will the people who attend.

Parish Matters


Cllr Hodgson has received a complaint about 1 Holme Crescent as they have built an extension quite some years ago, and put in their own drop kerb.  Cllr Hodgson has been to look at this and thinks there are no problems with it.  If he receives any more complaints, he will refer them to Cllr White.
Cllr Robinson advised that she has sent Cllr White an e-mail requesting funding for the girls uniformed groups for fencing for an area of trees they have planted.
