Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 13th May were approved with an amendment.  Turbine blades were stolen from Earby Light Engineers not CNC Support..  Proposed by Cllr Plumb, seconded by Cllr Foulkes
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  
Police Matters
PCSO Thompson was unable to attend the meeting, but gave a report as follows:
Rural Crime - A number of garages and sheds have been targeted in the last month in rural locations.

I have required through funding 2 CCTV Cameras that don’t require electricity and will be using them in areas that have been targeted.  I have also given tamper free locks and garage alarms to anyone who has been a victim of crime.

Op Firecrest  -  A crack down on Rural Crime is once again being under taken throughout June with officers on night duty.  Poaching Patrols will also be in place.

Rural Watch - Anyone who still hasn’t become a member of Rural Watch please leave your details. 

Stone Troughs - Hopefully the troughs for the cenotaph will be in place in time for  Trawden in Bloom.  

There was the same number of crimes that took place in May 2012 and 2013.

County Councillor Paul White
CCllr Paul White gave details as follows:
There are some bad potholes in Winewall after the first bad left-hand bend..-1102364-we have marked some areas for repair which will be carried out by our response team when next in the area. This will also be placed on a future list for consideration for resurfacing.
-Give Way lines at the bottom of Burnley Road are no longer visible. Could they be redone?-1102371-lining has been ordered for this area and will hopefully be completed over the next 2 months. 

-The road at Windy Arbour has sunken quite badly-1102397-this area of carriageway has been put forward for patching, we await our contractor to confirm the dates.
-The branches on the trees from Wycoller Car Park into Wycoller village need cutting back-1102402-we have emailed Pendle BC asking them to cut back as we sub contract to them.
-Following the bad snow and it's subsequent clearance there may be some issues with the drains and trees on Dark Lane from Rye Croft to Frighams Cottage.-1102406-This area is still being investigated, any works necessary will be carried out. 

-There are two sections of dry stone wall which need attention (I'm unsure whether this would be LCC or PBC, but on highway). One is the section after Bankfield Terrace down the village on the right hand side, stones are missing.-1102407-This is not a retaining wall so not the responsibility of LCC
The other is Coal Pit Lane, the section before and after Pinegarth.-1102408-our engineer has asked for more information on the exact location please if possible, thank you.
The playground has now been tidied up including the fitting of new seats to the roundabout, cleaning the equipment, installing a new bin & carrying out various tree works including the removal of the stump.

Cllr Robinson asked CCllr White to carry on with the issues near to the new Trawden sign near to Cemetery Lodge where there is a depression in the road.  This is an on-going issue.  John Smith advises that the culmination of water is affecting his field wall.
Cllr Robinson also reported that there were blocked drains on Colne Road.  Anthea Lloyd has also reported these direct to LCC.
Residents Issues

Some residents of Muck hole attended the meeting to ask why Dark Lane was cleared of snow and gritted when there are only a few residents who reside there, and why Muck Hole/Park Cottages has no help during the bad weather.  It was suggested that grit be left for residents to use.
A group attended the meeting protesting about the proposed 60m wind turbine on land south of Clough Farm, Birchenlee 
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Lane.  The objections were the visual impact, noise pollution and the detriment to properties.  A representative from RSPB advised that there would be an impairment to migrating birds, and that it would devastate resident populations.  CCllr White will notify the newspaper of these issues and the protest meeting.  Cllr Foulkes will ask for the planning details and forward on to all councillors.  

Matters Arising
Village Lengthsman 
With Trawden in Bloom and The Garden Festival coming up, there are several jobs fro Granville to carry out.  Cllr Robinson to contact him and arrange.
It was also asked that Harambee Garden grass is not cut as it looks like a meadow, but the paths are cleared as they seem messy.  Adele to follow this up.
Colne Area Committee

The planning application by George Bachelor at the field on Keighley Road has been approved.
Allotment Rents
Everyone has now paid their rents expect for Mr Bennett.  It was agreed that he now be served with a notice of eviction for non payment.
There were concerns over sub-letting and some people who have 2 allotments.  These will be looked into.

Cllr’s Foulkes and Plumb have agreed to inspect the allotments twice per year (summer and winter) and report back.  Any issues can then be dealt with rather than leaving it to escalate into a bigger issue.  They will be issued with the waiting list when required.

NWIB

Plants have been planted throughout the village with help from Councillors.  Cllr Hartley supplied soil, Cllr Plumb sorted out the muck spreader, Cllr Reyner cleared the planter at the bottom of White Lee Avenue, and Cllr Foulkes cleared the containers near to CNC Support, Jane Wilcock helped on Cllr Steven Wilcock’s behalf tending to raised beds.
