Minutes

The minutes of the Annual Parish meeting of the 9th May 2016, were approved and signed correct, 
Proposed by Councillor Reyner, seconded by Councillor Dransfield.      

Chairpersons Report

Chairperson Hodgson said that allotments, which have taken an awful lot of work over the past year, are much improved and Councillors David and Clare Storey who have recently taken on the responsibility of the allotments, have ensured that there have been big improvements.  They are now looking very good.
The Parish Council has been transferred land at the Old Post Office, Bannister Close and behind the bus terminus is now being mowed every week and are looking much better already.

The bus shelters are starting to look tatty and need some attention.  Pendle Borough Council has offered to pay £15 towards each tin of paint required.  This is in hand.

The Community Centre has gone from strength to strength and it is a great asset to the community.  The decision regarding the library building is still pending, but this is imminent so that plans already in place can start to be worked on.

Accounts of the previous year
The Statement of Accounts (Section 1) contained in the Annual Return for the year ended 31/03/17, presents fairly the financial position of the council and its income and expenditure, or properly presents receipts and payments, as the case may be, for the year ended 31/03/17. Total =£23524 were seen by all members of the Parish Council. £40953 has been spent, and there was £56468 income.  Approved Chairperson Hodgson, Seconded Councillor Dransfield. Put to vote, all in favour.

Finance
Adele Waddington reported that the majority of the allotment and garage rents have been paid.  Those garage rents that have not yet been paid have been sent a reminder.  The precept requested from Pendle Council, the £250 for compost for the Young Bloomers project from Cllr Cockburn-Price, £250 from Cllr Foxley , £250 from Cllr White and the £150 grant for the Peace Garden has also been paid into the account.
Adele Waddington is currently working more than her contracted hours due to an increased work 
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load.  Cllr Hartley proposed that Adele report at the Parish Council meeting how many additional hours have been worked in the previous month, and this would be paid at the end of the following month with her salary.  Seconded by Cllr Hodgson.  Put to vote, all in favour.

Borough Councillors Report

Cllr White feels that Trawden have had a decent share of the Committee budget and the villages’ allocations are now on a par with all other areas.  There was a redefinition of the funding allocations as the Councillors wanted to balance out the grants available to all of the district rather than just the more deprived areas.  The play area at Lanehouse Lane and the garden at the end of White Lee Avenue have benefitted from this funding which has made a great difference to the village.  Cllr Foxley feels that it is wonderful that the Parish Council and Trawden in Bloom are doing so much for the parish and feels it is a model on how villages should work.  Cllr Foxley congratulated Adele Waddington on her support to the Parish again over the past 12 months, and advised that not all areas have this amount of support.  CCllr’s Purcell and Whipp have recently been voted in as the new County Councillors for Pendle Rural.
